Geography

Mexico is the northernmost country in Latin America. It lies just south of the United States, with the
Rio Grande forming part of the border between the two countries. To the south, Mexico borders the
countries of Belize and Guatamala. The Pacific Ocean forms Mexico’s western border, while the Gulf of
Mexico and the Carribbean Sea form its eastern borders.

More than two-thirds of Mexico consists of mountains and high, rolling plateaus. Two great mountain
ranges extend along the coasts. They are called the Sierra Madre Occidental in the west and the Sierra
Madre Oriental in the east. A series of volcanoes, known as the Volcanic Axis, extends across the
southern portion of Mexico.
